. A fire levy for 1.50/1 ,000 to be added to the August primary election and the
November general election, if it fails on the primary ballot.

The request would be for a permanent levy with cost of living elevators
annually, using the June-June Seattle-Tacoma CPl.

. An EMS levy for .50/1 ,000 renewable in 10 years with voter approval to be added to
the August primary election and the November general election, if it fails on the
primary ballot.
